Jackson (200) for 13th and Dick Bass (204) for 12th on the Rams all-time reception list. Jackson also passed Jack Snow
(6,015) for ninth on the Rams all-time scrimmage yards list. P Donnie Jones punted for 218 yards on four punts, giving him
a 49.5 net average. The 49.5-yard net average is the highest single-game mark of his career (minimum four punts). After
going into halftime with a 27-6 point deficit, QB Marc Bulger connected with RB Steven Jackson for a 50-%ard gain, his longest
of the season, to put the Rams into position for a 21-yard touchdown pass to WR Dane Looker closing the gap to 27-13. The
catch was Looker’s first touchdown since 2003 and Looker made his third start of the season, establishing a new single-sea-
son career high. On the following drive, LB Will Witherspoon recorded his first sack of the season, helping the Rams keep
Seattle scoreless in the third quarter.

The Rams returned from the early bye week, traveling to Washington, D.C., to defeat the Redskins 19-17 in Week 6 and bring
home their first victory of the 2008 season. This game marked Rams Head Coach Jim Haslett's debut in his new position. QB
Marc Bulger returned to the starting lineup after sitting out in Week 4 throwing for 136 yards on 15-0f-26 passes. After an early
Rams turnover, Redskins RB Clinton Portis opened the scoring with a 3-yard touchdown. On the following drive, the Rams drove
down the field for a successful 51-yard field goal by K Josh Brown to put the Rams on the board. After stopping the Redskins
on two offensive drives in the second quarter, Rams S Oshiomogho Atogwe recovered a Redskin QB Jason Campbell pass that
was deflected by DL Adam Carriker and returned for a 75-yard touchdown to put the Rams on top 10-7 at halftime.

(6,606) for 10th on the Rams all-time all-purpose yards list and passed Dick Bass (1,841) for 23rd on the Rams all-timé receiv-
|nq1yards list. Jackson rushed for 160 yards on 25 attempts averagln% 6.4 yards per carry. It was the second best rushing game
of his career. Jackson added three touchdowns, including a 56-yard touchdown run. It was the first time Jackson has recorded
three touchdowns in a game since December 31, 2006, at the"Minnesota Vikings. The Rams defense caused four turnovers
with three interceptions and one fumble recovery. The four takeaways mark the first time the Rams have had that many in one
game_since forcing five turnovers against Denver in an 18-10 win Sept. 10, 2006. The Cowboys opened the game with a 10-
play, 74-yard scoring drive, but the Rams quickly answered back with three consecutive scoring drives in the first quarter start-
ing out with a QB Marc Bulger 42-yard pass to WR Donnie Avery and two RB Steven Jackson touchdown runs to finish the first
quarter with a 21-7 lead.
