S Oshiomogho Atogwe, WR Donnie Avery and S Corey
Chavous were honored by their teammates as recipients of the
Rams 2008 team awards.

Atogwe received the Daniel F. Reeves Memorial Award,
given to the team’s Most Valuable Player. The award was estab-
lished in 1969 in honor of Dan Reeves, a Pro Football Hall of
Fame inductee, who owned the Rams from 1941-71 and won
World Championships in 1945 and 1951.

Atogwe registered a career-high 109 tackles in 2008 and led
the team with five interceptions, a career-high eight forced fumbles
and a career-high three fumble recoveries in 2008. In the final 13
games of the season, Atogwe recorded five interceptions, forced
six fumbles and recovered three fumbles.

Avery earned the Carroll Rosenbloom Memorial Award,
given to the team’s Rookie of the Year. The award was established
following the passing of former owner Carroll Rosenbloom in
1979. Rosenbloom, father of current Rams owners Chip
Rosenbloom and Lucia Rodriguez, helped guide the Rams to an
NFL-record seven consecutive NFC West titles from 1973-79.

Avery was the Rams second-leading receiver in 2008, finish-
ing the season with 53 receptions for 674 with three touchdowns.
Avery added 10 rushes for 69 yards with one touchdown. Avery’'s
53 receptions were the second-most by a rookie in Rams history
behind Eddie Kennison’s 54 catches in 1999.

Avery etched his name in the Rams record books in Week
Eight at New England (10/26) as he recorded six receptions for
163 yards and one touchdown. The 163 receiving yards stand as
the third-most by a rookie in Rams history.

For the third consecutive year, Chavous won the Carl Ekern
Spirit of the Game Award. Established in 1990, the award is
given to the player who best exemplifies sportsmanship, work
ethic and commitment to his teammates. The award is named
after former Rams linebacker Carl Ekern who was killed in an
automobile accident in 1990.

Arespected 11-year NFL veteran, Chavous becomes only the
second player in Rams history to win the award in three consecu-
tive years, joining linebacker Mike A. Jones who won the award in
1997, 1998 and 1999.

Chavous made an immediate impact as a member of the
Rams defense when he joined the team in 2006. That season,
Chavous recorded a career-high 118 tackles. Chavous has
recorded more than 80 tackles in eight consecutive seasons
including 85 stops in 2008.

STEVE SPAGNUOLO

SPAGNUOLO NAMED HEAD COACH

Former New York Giants defensive coordinator Steve
Spagnuolo (pronounced Spag-no-low) was named the new
head coach of the St. Louis Rams on January 19, 2008.
Spagnuolo signed a four-year contract.

“We considered some very qualified and outstanding
candidates for this position but we kept coming back to
Steve Spagnuolo,” said Rams general manager Billy
Devaney, who headed the search that began the day after
the 2008 season.

“On behalf of Lucia (Rodriguez), Stan (Kroenke) and
me, Billy did a spectacular job of presenting some fabulous
candidates,” said Rams Owner Chip Rosenbloom. “We're
very excited that Steve will be our head coach and are look-
ing forward to an exciting season.”

“Steve has been on some outstanding defensive staffs
during his ten seasons in the NFL,” said Devaney. “He rep-
resented what we were looking for when this process
began.”

Spagnuolo spent the past two seasons as defensive
coordinator for the New York Giants. In 2008, the Giants
ranked fifth in the league in total defense, ninth in the
league in rushing defense and eighth in passing defense.
The Giants defense was fifth in the NFL in points allowed
and sixth in sacks.

During the playoffs following the 2007 season, the
Giants’ defense was disruptive, particularly in the 17-14 vic-
tory over New England in Super Bowl XLIl. The Giants
designed a game plan that put constant pressure on Tom
Brady, who was sacked five times, and was hit another 12
times. The Patriots gained only 274 yards, 127 yards below
their season average — including 45 on the ground, and did
not have a play longer than 19 yards.

In Spagnuolo’s two seasons with the Giants, opponents
were held to 17 or fewer points in 19 of 37 games (includ-
ing postseason) and the Giants were undefeated in those
19 games. In addition, the Giants defense tallied 95 sacks
in 2007 and 2008, the second-most in the NFL during that
time period. The Giants also made 32 interceptions in the
past two seasons, tied for 12th in the NFL. Five of those
interceptions were returned for touchdowns, tied for the fifth
most during that time period.

Prior to working for Giants, Spagnuolo spent eight sea-
sons with the Philadelphia Eagles, the last three as line-
backers coach. In 2005, the Eagles led the NFL with 60
tackles for loss, including 25 by the linebackers.

Before coming to the NFL, Spagnuolo spent 15 sea-
sons in college football and two years in NFL Europe.

Spagnuolo played football at Springfield (Mass.)
College. He was a two-year starter at wide receiver and
received the AAUP Male Scholar Athlete award in 1982.

Spagnuolo was born in Whitinsville, Mass. He attend-
ed Grafton High School, where he is a member of the
school’s athletic Hall of Fame. Spagnuolo earned a bache-
lor's degree in physical education from Springfield College
and a master's degree in sports management from the
University of Massachusetts.

He is married (Maria).

RAMS 2009 OPPONENTS

The St. Louis Rams opponents for the 2009 regular
season have been set. In addition to facing each NFC West
division rival — Arizona, San Francisco and Seattle — twice
in 2009, the Rams will play all the teams from the NFC
North and the AFC South.

The Rams will host the Minnesota Vikings and Green
Bay Packers from the NFC North and the Houston Texans
and Indianapolis Colts from the AFC South. The Rams will
host the Texans for the first time in team history and the
contest will be only the second between the two teams.
The Colts will travel to St. Louis for the first time since 2001.

The Rams will travel for road games to Chicago and
Detroit from the NFC North and Jacksonville and
Tennessee from the AFC South. The Rams last traveled to
Chicago and Detroit in 2003.

The Rams remaining two contests will be played at
home against New Orleans and on the road against
Washington. The Rams last hosted the Saints in 2005. The
contest at Washington will be a rematch of the Rams 19-17
victory at Washington last season.

Five of the Rams contests in 2009 will come against
teams that made the playoffs in 2008, including one of the
final four teams, as the Rams face Arizona twice and
Minnesota, Indianapolis and Tennessee once. Eight of the
Rams 2009 opponents finished with .500 or better winning
percentages in 2008. The combined record of the Rams
2008 opponents is 119-137 (.465).

RAMS PICKING NO. 2 OVERALL

2008 DE CHRIS LONG VIRGINIA

Long started all 16 games for the Rams in his rookie season. Long, the
son of Hall of Fame inductee Howie Long, finished the season with 57
tackles, 4.0 sacks and 16 quarterback pressures. Long’s 4.0 sacks tied for
second among NFC rookies.

1983 3RB ERIC DICKERSON SMU

Dickerson, a Pro Football Hall of Famer, played for the Rams from 1983-
87. Dickerson stands as the Rams all-time rushing leader with 7,245 yards
and earned NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year honors in 1983 and set the
NFL single-season rushing record with 2,105 rushing yards. Dickerson
was a five-time All-Pro honoree and a six-time Pro Bowl selection.

1966 G TOM MACK MICHIGAN
Mack was the first Rams offensive lineman inducted into the Pro Football
Hall of Fame after playing his entire 13-year career with the Rams, never
missing a game. Mack finished his career playing in 184 consecutive
game and was named to the Pro Bowl 11 times.

1962 QB ROMAN GABRIEL N.C. STATE
Gabriel played 11 seasons, earning three Pro Bowl selections and winning
the 1969 NFL MVP as a member of the Rams. That season, Gabriel threw
for 2,549 yards with 24 touchdowns. Gabriel ranks first in Rams history
with 3,313 career attempts and 154 career touchdown passes. Gabriel's
22,223 passing yards as a Ram rank second in team history.

1959 RB DICK BASS PACIFIC

Bass played 10 seasons in the NFL, all with the Rams, and earned three
Pro Bowl selections in his career. Bass rushed for over 1,000 yards twice
in his career, ranking third in the NFL in rushing yards in 1962 and 1966.
Bass finished his career with 5,417 rushing yards, fifth in Rams history.
1942 B JACK WILSON BAYLOR

Wilson was drafted by the Rams in 1942 before serving in the Army form
1942-45. Wilson returned to the Rams in 1946, but played only two sea-
sons before injuries ended his career. Wilson played in 10 career games,
totaling 123 yards on 22 carries and four catches with 25 yards with one
touchdown. Wilson added five punt returns for 99 yards (19.8 avg.) and
six kickoff returns for 145 yards (24.2 avg.).

PAST 10 NO. 2 OVERALL SELECTIONS

2008 ST. LOUIS DE CHRIS LONG VIRGINIA
Long started all 16 games for the Rams in his rookie season.
Long finished the season with 57 tackles, 4.0 sacks, 16 quarter-
back pressures and a fumble recovery. The 16 quarterback pres-
sures led the Rams and his 4.0 sacks tied for second among NFC
rookies.

2007 DETROIT WR CALVIN JOHNSON GA. TECH
Johnson recorded 48 catches for 756 yards with four touchdowns
as a rookie in 2007. In his second NFL season, Johnson tallied 78
catches for 1,331 yards with 12 touchdowns. 12 receiving TDs
tied for the NFL lead and 1,331 receiving yards ranked fifth in the
NFL.

2006 NEW ORLEANS RB REGGIE BUSH usc

Bush has played in 38 games with 26 starts in three seasons in the
NFL. Bush has contributed on offense and special teams in his
career, recording 1,550 rushing yards on 418 carries (3.7 aver-
age), 1,559 receiving yards on 213 receptions (7.5 average) and
returned 51 punts for 498 yards (9.8 average) with four touch-
downs.

2005 MIAMI RB RONNIE BROWN AUBURN
In 51 career games with 46 starts, Brown has rushed for 3,433
yards on 781 carries with 23 touchdowns. Brown has added 137
catches for 1,151 yards with two touchdowns. Brown's 3,433
rushing yards rank seventh in team history.

2004 OAKLAND T/G ROBERT GALLERY IOWA
Gallery began his career at right tackle before moving to left tack-
le and most recently left guard in 2007-08. Gallery has started 73
of his 74 games played. Gallery has started 73 consecutive
games that he has played. Gallery was part of an offensive unit
that ranked sixth in the NFL in 2007 with 2,086 rushing yards.

2003 DETROIT WR CHARLES ROGERS  MICH. ST.
In a career limited by injuries and suspension, Rogers played in 16
games with nine starts for the Detroit Lions before being released
prior to the 2006 season. Rogers finished his career with 36
catches for 440 yards and four touchdowns.

2002 CAROLINA DE JULIUS PEPPERS UNC
Former NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year in 2002, Peppers is
four-time Pro Bowl selection and earned consensus first-team All-
Pro recognition in 2004. Peppers is the Panthers all-time leader
in sacks, forced fumbles and blocked kicks. Peppers 70.5 career
sacks rank first in the NFL since he entered the league in 2002.

2001 ARIZONA G/T LEONARD DAVIS TEXAS
Davis has started all 123 games he has played in his career.
Davis spent the first six seasons of his career with the Arizona
Cardinals before joining the Dallas Cowboys in 2007. Davis
earned his second consecutive Pro Bowl selection in 2008 after
earning his first in 2007 as a member of a Cowboys offense that
finished second in the NFL in scoring (first in the NFC) with an
average of 28.4 points-per-game.

2000 WASHINGTON LB LaVAR ARRINGTON PENN ST.
Arrington played in 85 career contests with 72 starts in his seven-
year career. Arrington played six seasons with the Washington
Redskins and one with the New York Giants.

McNabb has thrown for 29,320 passing yards with 194 touch-
downs versus 90 interceptions in his 10-year career and has led
the Eagles to a Super Bowl and four NFC Championship game
appearances.



2008 RAMS ROOKIE ROUNDUP

The St. Louis Rams 2008 Draft class played a signifi-
cant role throughout the season making major contribu-
tions on offense, defense and special teams. Seven of the
eight Rams’ draft choices made the 53-man roster at the
start of the season. Rookie CB Justin King suffered a sea-
son-ending injury during the preseason and was placed on
the reservelinjured list. Five rookies made starts, including
DE Chris Long who started all 16 games on the defensive
line.

< ) second on the team with 53 receptions for
674 yards and three touchdowns. Avery led all receivers
with six receptions for a career-high 163-yards and one
touchdown in Week 8 at New England, which is the third-
best performance for a rookie receiver in franchise history
behind Eddie Kennison’s 226 yards (12/15/96) and Jim
Philips 208 yards (11/16/58). Avery recorded a career-high
and led the team with nine receptions for a team-high 93
yards at San Francisco in Week 11. Avery’s nine recep-
tions tied for second most by a Rams’ rookie since RB
Lamar Gordon caught 10 passes in a game in 2002. Avery
was awarded the Carroll Rosenbloom Memorial Award,
given to the team’s Rookie of the Year.

3rd Round (65th overall) — T John
Greco, Toledo

Greco competed in nine games in the 2008
season and made his first NFL start in the
last game of the season at Atlanta when
the offensive line helped RB Steven
Jackson rush for a season-high 161 yards.
Greco also proved to be a contributor on
special teams, which inlcuded returning a kickoff for 14
yards.

4th Round (101st overall) — CB Justin
King, Penn State

King suffered a season-ending torn liga-
ment in his left big toe during the presea-
son opener at Tennessee. King underwent
surgery and was placed on the injured
reserve list for the 2008 season.

4th Round (128th overall) — WR Keenan
Burton, Kentucky

Burton saw action in 12 games, getting his
first NFL start against Arizona. Burton
proved to be a significant contributor on
| both offense and special teams, recording
B\ ] 13 receptions for 172 yards, including one
30-yard touchdown reception against San Francisco, in
addition to totaling seven special teams tackles.

5th Round (157th overall) — G Roy
Schuening, Oregon State

Schuening spent the 2008 season on the
active roster, but was inactive for 15
games this season and did not play in the
season finale.

7th Round (228th overall) — LB Chris
Chamberlain, Tulsa

Chamberlain proved to be a major con-
tributing force on special teams, leading
the team with 19 tackles. Chamberlain saw
action all 16 games of the 2008 season
progressively improving with each week.
Chamberlain had his best game of the season against San
Francisco recording three tackles on special teams.

7th Round (252nd overall) — LB David
Vobora, Idaho

Vobora went against the odds as Mr.
Irrelevant, the moniker given to the last
pick of the Draft, making the Rams’ open-
ing-day 53-man roster, becoming the first
L a Mr. Irrelevant to do so, since defensive
back Michael Green made the Chicago Bears roster in
2000. After being inactive for the opening game and see-
ing time on the practice squad, Vobora made his NFL
debut at the New York Jets in Week 10, recording three
special teams tackles and seeing time at middle linebacker
when starter Will Witherspoon temporarily left the game
due to injury. Vobora made his first NFL start against
Miami, finishing second on the team with 10 tackles (three
solo) and making him the first Mr. Irrelevant to start a
game since LB Marty Moore, Mr. Irrelevant 1994. Vobora
ended the season with 15 defensive tackles (five solo) and
nine special teams tackles.

BIG PLAY 0O.J.

S Oshiomogho (0.J.) Atogwe registered a
career-high 109 tackles in 2008 and led
the team with five interceptions, a career-
high eight forced fumbles and a career-
high three fumble recoveries in 2008.
Atogwe finished the season strong, record-
ing five interceptions, forcing six fumbles
and recovering three fumbles in the final

13 games.

Atogwe earned his first career NFC Defensive Player
of the Week award in Week 6 as he was instrumental in
the Rams first victory of the season, a 19-17 victory at
Washington (10/12). Starting at free safety, Atogwe
recorded seven tackles, forced a fumble that stopped a
Washington drive at the Rams 28-yard line and recovered
a fumble returning it 75 yards for a touchdown to give the
Rams a 10-7 lead at halftime. The fumble return for a
touchdown marked the Rams first defensive touchdown
since Dec. 30, 2007 when Atogwe returned an interception
52 yards for a touchdown.

The following week, Atogwe recorded two intercep-
tions vs. Dallas (10/19), returning one 43 yards. The
game was Atogwe’s first multi-interception contest since
Dec. 16, 2007 vs. Green Bay.

Atogwe’s five interceptions this season, combined with
his career-high eight in 2007, give him 13 since the start of
2007. The 13 interceptions are second-most in the NFL
during that time period behind Baltimore S Ed Reed'’s 16.

ATOGWE EARNS POW HONORS

Atogwe earned NFC Defensive Player of the Week
honors for his performance in Week 6 at Washington
(10/12).

Atogwe was instrumental in the Rams first victory of
the season, a 19-17 victory at Washington. Atogwe
recorded seven tackles (three solo), a forced fumble and
fumble recovery, which he returned 75-yards for a touch-
down. Late in the first half, with the Redskins leading 7-3
and driving deep into Rams territory, Atogwe scooped up a
fumble and raced 75 yards for a touchdown to give the
Rams a 10-7 halftime advantage. The touchdown marked
the first Rams defensive touchdown since Dec. 30, 2007
when Atogwe recorded a 52-yard interception-return
touchdown.

A four-year NFL veteran, the award was Atogwe'’s first
career Player of the Week award. The last Rams player
to be honored on defense was Bryce Fisher (Week 16,
2004). Atogwe is only the fourth safety in franchise history
to be named Defensive Player of the Week and the first
since Aeneas Williams (Week 14, 2003).

BUILT TO LAST

Atogwe started all 16 contests in 2008, his third con-
secutive season with 16 starts. After playing in 15 games
with no starts as a rookie in 2005, Atogwe entered the
starting lineup at free safety on opening day in 2006 and
has started 48 consecutive games.

In the past three seasons, Atogwe has recorded 90-
plus tackles in each season, including a career-high 109
tackles in 2008. Since 2006, Atogwe has produced 294
tackles, 16 interceptions, 14 passes defensed, 15 forced
fumbles and five fumble recoveries according to coaches’
film review. Atogwe’s 16 interceptions rank fourth in the
NFL during that time period (Ed Reed — 21, Asante
Samuel — 20, Charles Woodson — 19).



RON’S WORLD

CB Ron Bartell, a former second-round
draft choice of the Rams in 2005, recorded
the best statistical season of his career in
2008. Bartell led the Rams with a career-
high 20 passes defensed while playing in all
16 games with a career-high 14 starts
_ (three games at right cornerback and 11
games at left cornerback). Bartell's 20 passes defensed
are the most by a Ram since Jerametrius Butler recorded
22 in 2004.

In Week 6 at Washington (10/12), Bartell's defense of
Redskins WR Santana Moss helped the Rams to a 19-17
victory, the team’s first of the season. In that contest, Bartell
recorded a single-game career high with four passes
defensed and limited Moss to two catches for 22 yards with
no touchdowns. Moss finished 2008 with 79 catches for
1,044 yards with six touchdowns.

Bartell tied career-highs in interceptions (3), sacks
(2.0), forced fumbles (2) and fumble recoveries (1) in 2008.
Two of Bartell's interceptions came in Week 16 vs. San
Francisco. The game marked Bartell's second career multi-
interception game, previously accomplished Dec. 31, 2006
at Minnesota.

CRAFT-Y WORK

CB Jason Craft, a 10-year NFL veteran,
played in 134 games with the Jacksonville
Jaguars and New Orleans Saints prior to
joining the Rams prior to the Week 4 con-
test vs. Buffalo (9/28).

In his 134 games with Jacksonville and
New Orleans, Craft recorded 1.0 career
sack, recording the quarterback takedown in game vs.
Carolina in 2005 as a member of the Saints. In Craft's 13
games (with two starts) as a member of the Rams, Craft
recorded 3.0 sacks. The 3.0 sacks tied for the NFL lead
among defensive backs this season.

Craft recorded two of his sacks this season in Week 11
at San Francisco (11/16).

As a member of the Rams, Craft finished the season
with 52 tackles (45 solo), 3.0 sacks, one interception, five
passes defensed, one forced fumble and three fumble
recoveries.

HAIL TO THE VICTOR

DE Victor Adeyanju had a career-year in
his third NFL season. Adeyanju, who
played in all 16 games for the first time in
his career, tied his career-high with nine
starts in 2008.

Sharing time at left defensive end with
Leonard Little, Adeyanju led all Rams
defensive linemen with a career-high 73 tackles (35 solo),
including a personal-best 2.0 sacks. Adeyanju 1.0 sack in
Week 2 vs. the New York Giants (9/14) and in Week 6 at
Washington (10/12).

Adeyanju tallied seven or more total tackles in five
games in 2008, including a career-high eight total tackles in
Week 12 vs. Chicago (11/23). Adeyanju’s 73 career tackles
are 27 more than his previous career high of 46 recorded in
2007.

After missing 12 games due to injury
between 2006-07 and recording only 126
tackles over those two seasons, LB Pisa
Tinoisamoa returned to start all 16 con-
tests in 2008 and led the Rams defense
with 135 tackles. Tinoisamoa led the
Rams in tackles for the fourth time in the
past six seasons and the 135 tackles are the second-most
of his career behind the 145 tackles he recorded in 2004.

1994, started four regular season games and a postseason
contest for the New England Patriots. Moore, the 222nd
overall choice in the 1994 NFL Draft out of the University of
Kentucky, made his first career start at Miami (9/4/94) and
also started vs. Buffalo (9/11/04), at Cincinnati (9/18/04), at
Chicago (12/24/04) and in the postseason at Cleveland
(1/1/95).

In his first start, Vobora finished second on the team
with a career-high 10 tackles (three solo).

Vobora made his NFL debut in Week 10 at the New
York Jets (11/9), recording three tackles on special teams
and filling in at middle linebacker when starter Will
Witherspoon temporarily left the game due to injury.

Vobora was a game-day inactive in Week 1 at
Philadelphia (9/7) before spending seven games as a mem-
ber of the Rams practice squad. Vobora made the Rams’
opening-day 53-man roster, becoming the first “Mr.
Irrelevant” since S Michael Green made the Chicago Bears
opening-day roster in 2000.




LONG ON TALENT

Rookie DE Chris Long, the second-overall
choice in the 2008 NFL Dratft, started all 16
games in his first NFL season. Long
recorded 57 tackles, 4.0 sacks, 16 quarter-
back pressures and one fumble recovery.
Long’s 16 quarterback pressures led the
Rams defense and his 4.0 sacks tied for
second among NFC rookies.

: LS Chris Massey turned in another perfect
season in 2008. Massey, the Rams long
snapper for the last seven seasons, made
clean snaps on all 138 attempts (36 field
goal attempts, 19 PATs, 83 punts). The per-
formance marked Massey’s sixth season
without a botched snap. Massey’s consis-
tency helped K Josh Brown score 100-plus
points and Donnie Jones to set a team record with a 50.0-
yard gross punting average in 2008.

Massey has made clean snaps on 840 of 841 career
attempts (99.88 percent), including a string of 528 consec-
utive from Sept. 8, 2002 at Denver to Dec. 11, 2006 vs.
Chicago. Since Massey’s botched snhap vs. Chicago in
2006, he has made 312 consecutive clean snaps.

WHERE THERE’S A WILL...

LB Will Witherspoon played in all 16
games with 12 starts, remaining a leader
on the Rams defense despite dealing with
injuries to both shoulders and his groin.
Witherspoon finished 2008 with 88 tack-
les, 1.0 sack, two passes defensed, four

\ y quarterback pressures and one fumble
recovery. Witherspoon’s 88 tackles ranked third on the
team and led all Rams linebackers.

Witherspoon was instrumental in the Rams two victo-
ries in 2008, recording seven tackles and one pass
defensed in the Rams 19-17 victory in Week 6 at
Washington (10/12) and recording five tackles and an
interception in a 34-14 victory in Week 7 vs. Dallas
(10/19).

Witherspoon'’s interception vs. Dallas came in the first
qguarter while Dallas was backed up in their own territory.
Witherspoon stepped in front of a QB Brad Johnson pass
at the Dallas 19-yard line and returned it to the 17-yard
line. The interception set up a RB Steven Jackson touch-
down run as the Rams increased their lead to 21-7.

The interception was Witherspoon'’s first since 2005
and his first as a Rams after joining the team in 2006.

A HALL OF A PLAYER

DE James Hall led the Rams with 6.5
sacks in 2008 after playing in all 16 games
with two starts as an important member of
the Rams defensive line rotation. The 6.5
sacks were the second-most of Hall's
career behind the 11.5 sacks he recorded
A as a member of the Detroit Lions in 2004.
In Week 1 at Philadelphia (9/7), Hall tallied a career-
high 10 tackles (six solo) and one forced fumble. Hall's 10
tackles were his most since joining the Rams in 2007.

Hall recorded four tackles, including 1.5 sacks in Week
7 vs. Dallas (10/19). The contest marked Hall’s first multi-
sack game since Oct. 15, 2006 vs. Buffalo, when he record-
ed 3.0 sacks with the Lions.

Hall finished the season with 60 tackles, the third-high-
est total of his career and the most since he tallied 78 stops
in 2003 with Detroit. Hall added 14 quarterback pressures
for the Rams, the second-highest total on the team.

SPECIAL IMPACT

Rookie LB Chris Chamberlain, a seventh-
round draft choice (228th overall), led the
Rams with 19 special teams tackles in 2008
after playing in all 16 games. Chamberlain
is the first seventh-round draft choice of the
Rams to see action in all 16 games since
FB Madison Hedgecock in 2005.

Chamberlain’s 19 special teams tackles are the most by
a Rams rookie since Hedgecock recorded a team-leading
19 in 2005 as well.

Chamberlain also saw limited action on defense in
2008, recording two tackles.




HISTORY LESSON

P Donnie Jones finished 2008 with a 50.0-

yard gross punting average, punting 4,100
yards on 82 punts. Jones’ 50.0-yard aver-
age stands as the Rams franchise record
for a single season, breaking the previous
Rams mark, 47.2, set by Jones in 2007.
Jones became only the second player in
NFL history to record a 50.0-yard gross punting average,
joining Hall of Famer Sammy Baugh who averaged 51.4
yards (1,799 yards on 35 punts) in 1940 as a member of the
Washington Redskins.

Jones also posted a 41.1-yard net average, second
highest in NFL history, and became the only player in NFL
history to have a 50.0-yard gross average and a 40.0-plus
yard net average.

Jones career gross average of 45.2 yards stands sec-
ond in NFL history (minimum 250 punts) behind Shane
Lechler’s 46.8-yard average.

K Josh Brown led the Rams in scoring in
2008, tallying 112 points on 31-0f-36 field
goal attempts and 19-of-19 PATs. The 112
points were third-most in Brown’s career
behind the 127 points he scored in 2007
and his 114 points in 2003. Brown has

: recorded at least 100 points in each of his
six NFL seasons. Brown’s 683 points are fourth among
kickers since 2003.

Brown’s 31 field goals are the third-most in a single
season in Rams history behind Jeff Wilkins 39 in 2003 and
32 in 2006.

DOWNTOWN BROWN

Brown converted six-of eight field goals from 50 yards
or more in 2008. Brown'’s six field goals tied Tony Zendejas’
Rams record for most 50-yard field goals in a season set in
1993. The six 50-yard field goals tied for second in the NFL
in 2008, behind the eight record by Detroit's Jason Hanson
and tying the six by Minnesota’s Ryan Longwell. Brown’s
54-yard field goal in Week 2 vs. the New York Giants (9/14),
tied for the second-longest field goal in team history and
was the longest field goal by a Ram since Jeff Wilkins made
a 54-yard attempt vs. New Orleans on Oct. 28, 2001.

Since entering the NFL in 2003, Brown has made 19
career field goals from 50-plus yards, second among active
kickers since 2003. Brown has made 19 of 30 50-plus yard
field goals attempts and his 63.3 percentage from 50 or
more yards is third among active kickers (minimum of 10
field goal attempts) during that time period.

MR. OCTOBER

Brown earned NFC Special Teams Player of the Month
for October. Brown converted nine of 10 field-goal attempts
and all six PATs in October as the Rams posted a 2-1
record.

Brown scored 33 points and averaged 11.0 points per
game, the most during the month among NFL kickers. His
nine field goals tied for the most in October. In Week 6
against Washington (10/12), Brown converted all four field
goal attempts, including the game-winner from 49 yards out
as time expired to give the Rams their first victory of the
season. The kick was Brown’s seventh career game-win-
ning field goal.

Brown kicked two field goals in Week 7 vs. Dallas
(10/19) and was a perfect three-for-three the next weekend
at New England (10/26). Brown scored at least 10 points in
all three games during the month.

The award is Brown'’s first career Player of the Month
award. Brown is the first Rams player to be honored on
special teams since Jeff Wilkins in 2003 (December).

Second-round draft pick WR Donnie Avery
had a productive rookie season, finishing
second on the team with 53 receptions for
674 yards and three touchdowns. Avery
also rushed 10 times for 69 yards and one
touchdown. His 53 receptions rank second-
M most by a Rams’ rookie receiver, only
behlnd WR Eddie Kennison’s 54 receptions in 1996. Avery
led the team in receiving three times in 2008, including
catching a career-high nine passes in Week 11 at San
Francisco (11/16).

Avery’'s 53 catches were third-most among NFL rookie
wide receivers behind the 91 receptions by Denver’s Eddie
Royal and the 62 receptions by Philadelphia’'s DeSean
Jackson.

Avery’s first career touchdown came off of a running
play, a 37-yard touchdown run came in his first start in
Week 4 vs. Buffalo (9/28).

Avery played a large role in the Rams two victories in
2008. In Week 6 at Washington (10/12), Avery caught four
passes for 73 yards, including a 43-yard catch on third-and-
13 from the St. Louis 41-yard line with 39 seconds remain-
ing in the game. The catch set up a K Josh Brown game-
winning field goal to give the Rams their first win of the sea-
son.

In Week 7 vs. Dallas (10/19), Avery made four recep-
tions for 55 yards and his first career receiving touchdown.
The touchdown came on a 42-yard catch to tie the game at
seven midway through the first quarter as the Rams went
on to win the game 34-14.

STARRING DARBY

RB Ken Darby saw action in only 10 games
this season after being signed to the active
roster from the Atlanta Falcons practice
squad in Week 7, but made big contribu-
tions to the offense.
Darby led the team in rushing in Week 10

L — at New York Jets (11/9) and Week 12 vs.
Chicago (11/23). In Week 11 at San Francisco, Darby
rushed for 26 yards on seven carries and caught eight pass-
es for 83 yards to register 109 scrimmage yards. The
receptions and receiving yards were career highs and the
contest marked the first time in Darby’s career that he
recorded 100 scrimmage yards in a game.

On the season, Darby caught 19 passes for 183 yards,
a 9.6-yard average.

With the injury to KR Derek Stanley, Darby returned
seven kickoffs for a 24.7-yard return average, second on
the team behind Stanley’s 24.8-yard average.

A BIG OCTOBER

After limited play in the first month of the season, Avery
saw more action in October. He nabbed 14 receptions for
291 yards (20.8 yards/catch). Avery’s 14 receptions tied for
first among rookies in the NFL in October, while his 20.8-
yard receiving average was best among NFL rookies with
five or more catches. His 291 receiving yards were the
most among NFL rookies in October and his two receiving
touchdowns were tied for the month among NFL rookies
with Seattle TE John Carlson.

October saw Avery etch his name in Rams record
books with a six-reception, 163 yard performance at New
England (10/26). Avery’s 163 receiving yards are the third-
best for a rookie receiver in franchise history behind Eddie
Kennison’s 226 yards (12/15/96) and Jim Phillips 208 yards
(11/16/58). Avery added his second career receiving touch-
down in the game when Avery caught a 69-yard touchdown
pass from QB Marc Bulger on the second play of the sec-
ond quarter to give the Rams an early 10-7 lead.

BACK ON PACE

After two seasons cut short due to injuries,
T Orlando Pace returned to the starting line-
up at left tackle in 2008.

Pace started all 14 games he played in for
the Rams and his blocking efforts helped
RB Steven Jackson to his fourth-consecu-
tive 1,000-yard rushing season. Pace pro-
vided solid protection to the quarterback’s
blindside as he did not allow a sack this season according
to coaches’ film review.

Pace was named to seven consecutive Pro Bowls from
1999-2005. His seven Pro Bowl appearances tied him for
fourth in Rams’ history behind Hall of Famer DT Merlin
Olsen (14), Hall of Famer G Tom Mack (11), and LB Les
Richter (8), and equal to Hall of Famer DE Jack
Youngblood.

WR Derek Stanley played in 10 games for
the Rams in 2008 after spending the first
four games of the seasonas a member of
the team’s practice squad and missing the
final two contests after being placed on the
reservelinjured list.
Despite limted playing time, Stanley made
an impact on special teams and offense for
the Rams returning 11 punts for 104 yards (9.2-yard avg.),
25 kickoffs for 620 yards (24.8-yard average) and register-
ing six catches for 119 yards with one touchdown.
Stanley'’s first career catch in Week 9 vs. Arizona (11/2),
hauling in an 80-yard pass from QB Marc Bulger. Stanley
reached around Arizona CB Eric Green, grabbing the ball
with one hand before running into the endzone.

The throw and catch marked the longest touch-
down pass of Bulger’s career and was the Rams longest
offensive play of the season.

RB Steven Jackson rushed 253 times for
1,042 yards with seven touchdowns in
2008, while playing in 11 games and active
for minimum time in one more. Jackson
reached the 1,000-yard rushing mark for
jthe fourth consecutive year in 2008 to
become the only Rams running back
beS|des Er|c Dickerson (1983-86) to have four consecutive
1,000-yard rushing seasons.

With 91 yards rushing in Week 15 vs. Seattle (12/14),
Jackson surpassed 5,000 career rushing yards. Jackson
became only the fifth running back in Rams history to rush
for 5,000 yards and now has 5,291 rushing yards in five
seasons with the Rams. Only two Rams backs, Eric
Dickerson (7,245) and Marshall Faulk (5,893) gained more
rushing yards than Jackson in their first five seasons with
the team.

CENTURY MARK

Jackson eclipsed the 100-yard rushing mark four times
in 2008, including two of the top three single-game per-
formances of his career. In Week 4 vs. Buffalo (9/28),
Jackson rushed 24 times for 110 yards and one touchdown.
He also added 78 receiving yards on five receptions.

In Week 7 vs. Dallas (10/19), Jackson rushed 25 times
for 160 yards and three touchdowns. The game marks the
third-most rushing yards in one game for Jackson in his
career (179 vs. Jacksonville 10/30/05; 161 at Atlanta
12/28/08) and the first time he had rushed for three touch-
downs since doing so at Minnesota (12/31/06).

In Weeks 16 and 17, Jackson put together back-to-back
100-yard rushing performances for the first time since hav-
ing three consecutive 100-yard rushing games in the last
three weeks of 2006. Against San Francisco (12/21),
Jackson rushed a season-high 32 times gaining 108 yards.
In the season finale at Atlanta (12/28), Jackson saved the
best for last. He rushed for a season-high 161 yards on 30
carries and scored two touchdowns. The 161 yards was the
second-highest total of his career. Jackson also caught four
passes for 54 yards. His 215 scrimmage yards are the
third-most of his career.

JACKSON EARNS POW HONORS

Jackson earned NFC Offensive Player of the Week
honors for his performance in Week 7 vs. Dallas (10/19).

Jackson’s performance vs. Dallas helped propel the
Rams to their second consecutive victory. Jackson, a five-
year NFL veteran from Oregon State, rushed for 160 yards
on 25 carries (6.4 average) and scored three touchdowns
in the Rams 34-14 win over Dallas. Jackson got the
Rams off to a fast start rushing for two first quarter touch-
downs (eight yards, one yard) less than three minutes
apart to put the Rams up 21-7, and added a 56-yard
touchdown run in the third quarter. The 160-yard output is
the third-highest output of his career and his three rushing
touchdowns tied his career-high (12/31/06 at Minnesota).
Jackson added two receptions for 16 yards giving him 176
yards from scrimmage.

The award is Jackson’s second career Player of the
Week award (Week 16, 2006). Jackson’s two Player of the
Week awards places him behind Pro Football Hall of Famer
Eric Dickerson (three) and Marshall Faulk (six) as the run-
ning backs with the most offensive awards in franchise his-
tory.

Jackson averaged 118.4 scrimmage yards per game in
2008, first in the NFL. In 12 games, Jackson rushed for
1,042 yards and added 379 yards rushing.

(106.6). Since becoming a full-time starter in 2005,
Jackson has averaged 116.3 scrimmage yards per game,
third in the NFL during that time period.

In 2008, WR Torry Holt continued to ascend the NFL all-
time charts, proving to be one of the best wide receivers in
the game. At the beginning of the season, Holt ranked 19th
all-time in receptions (805) and 17th all-time in receiving
yards (11,864). At the end of the season, Holt had moved
to 11th all-time in receptions (869) and 14th all-time in
receiving yards (12,660).

In Week 3 at Seattle (9/21), Holt's four receptions
moved him past Keyshawn Johnson (814), Henry Ellard
(814) and Shannon Sharpe (815) into 16th place on the
NFL’s all time receptions list (816).

In Week 4 against Buffalo (9/28), Holt caught four pass-
es, moving ahead of Hall of Famer Steve Largent (819) for
15th on the NFL's all-time receptions list.

In Week 7 against Dallas (10/19), Holt made three
receptions, passing Larry Centers (827) to move into 14th
place on the NFL's all-time receptions list. In Week 8 at
New England (10/26), Holt caught three passes for 28
yards. With an 11-yard reception in the third quarter, Holt
passed Charlie Joiner (12,146) for 15th place on the NFL's
all-time receiving yards list.

In Week 12 against Chicago (11/23), Holt gained 84
receiving yards on four receptions, passing Jimmy Smith
(12,287) on the NFL's all-time receiving yards list.

In Week 13 vs. Miami (11/30), Holt caught three pass-

es for 30 yards, passing Rod Smith (849) for 13th place on
the NFL'’s all-time receptions list.
In Week 14 at Arizona (12/7), Holt led the team with five
catches for 61 yards. Holt's five receptions moved him past
Irving Fryar (851) for 12th place on the NFL'’s all-time recep-
tions list (855).

With four receptions for 55 yards in Week 16 vs. San
Francisco (12/21), Holt passed Jimmy Smith (862) to move
in to 11th place on the NFL'’s list.

In the season finale at Atlanta (12/28), Holt led all
receivers with six receptions for 90 yards, both season
highs.

Bulger finished the season completing 251 of 440 pass-
es for 2,720 yards with 11 touchdowns and 13 interceptions
for a 71.4 passer rating.

With a younger receiving corps in 2008, Bulger had a
host of new weapons to use on offense. In Week 8 at New
England (10/26), Bulger connected with rookie WR Donnie
Avery for a 69-yard touchdown strike to give the Rams a 10-
7 lead early in the second quarter. The touchdown marked
the longest of Bulger’s career, eclipsing his previous career
long of 67 yards on Dec. 10, 2006 vs. Seattle.

A week later vs. Arizona (11/2), Bulger shattered that
mark when he hit second-year receiver Derek Stanley for an
80-yard touchdown reception, giving St. Louis a 7-0 lead in
the first quarter. The 80-yard score marked the longest
touchdown pass by the Rams since QB Kurt Warner con-
nected with WR Az-Zahir Hakim vs. Denver on September
4, 2000.
